Part 1ll describes the steps to be followed by the organization in order to demonstrate the impact of
its management activities on ecosystem services. The steps are summarized in Figure 2 (see also
Annex B as a key resource for many of the steps). Complying with the requirements of an FSC Forest
Stewardship Standard means that an organization is in conformance with responsible forest management.
Demonstrating an impact according to this procedure means that the organization has measured specific
positive outcomes compared with a reference level. It also means that the organization’s management
activities contribute directly to these measured outcomes. These management activities will meet or
exceed the requirements of FSC Forest Stewardship Standards. The organization may not need to
implement additional management activities in order to demonstrate an impact (i.e. it may already be
doing everything that is required to achieve the impact); in this case, the organization only needs to
implement this procedure to measure the required outcomes.
